    SENECA FALLS TOWN BOARD        PUBLIC HEARINGS & MEETING       NOVEMBER 1, 2011


The Seneca Falls Town Board held two Public Hearings and a regular monthly Meeting on Tuesday, 

November 1, 2011 in the Town Hall Meeting Room, 81 W. Bayard Street.

Present were Supervisor Peter Same; Councilpersons Timothy Snyder, T.J. Casamassima, Susan Sauvageau and Duane Moore.  Also present were Patrick Morrell, Attorney for the Town; Steven Turkett, Zoning Officer, James Spina, Commissioner of Parks & Recreation; Donald Wood, Highway Superintendent; Joyce Mahoney, Town Justice, Jeffrey Rowe, Town Engineer and a Member of the local media.

Public Hearing – 2012 Preliminary Budget:  Mr. Same stated the Board has worked very hard putting this Budget together, and it has been a very tedious task.  The projected tax rates for 2012 have been publicized, and the proposed tax rate for services of the Town plus those provided by the Village is $2.35 per $1,000, and Highway tax of $1.61 per $1,000.  There will be some outstanding obligations that will remain on Village Residents as there will be some debt left after the Village dissolves.  There are liabilities for retiree benefits for those people that worked for the Village, and the same situation exists for the Town; projected tax rate for the Village Residents is .62 per $1,000 and .05 per $1,000 for Town Residents.
Mr. Same stated the Board hopefully will be awarding a contract for the refuse pickup for the current Village.  The proposed tax rate for the contract for Village refuse pickup along with the contract for servicing Residents of the Town is $68.00 per unit.  Bridgeport Sewer District tax is $190.13, a decrease of $30.89.  West Seneca Falls is .17 per $1,000, down .03, and Bridgeport Area Water debt assessment is $309.08, down $4.59.  The tax rate for Seneca Falls Fire Protection District is .99 per $1,000, down .21.
Mr. Same opened the Public Hearing for comment.  

Wilhelmina Pusmucans, President of the Ludovico Sculpture Trail, read a letter requesting that the Board reconsider their decision to eliminate funding in the Budget for the Trail, which will have a serious detrimental impact on the continuing operation of the Trail.  The annual funds from the Town have been used primarily for maintenance and upkeep of the Trail, its sculptures and associated amenities.  These funds have been invaluable, and they are extremely grateful for the Town’s support in the past.  Ms. Pusmucans requested that the Board reconsider their decision to sacrifice its support of their efforts to continue enhancing the quality of life of the people of Seneca Falls and visitors to the Community.  

Mr. Same stated the Town Board appreciates what the Trail is in the Community and that it is a great asset for Seneca Falls.  He said the Board made a decision during the Budget process that, not only the Ludovico Sculpture Trail but other organizations, would not receive support because there is a Town tax.  He added the Board realizes how valuable the Trail is to the Community, and hopefully, it will be able to continue.
Ms. Sauvageau thanked Ms. Pusmucans for all she has done with the Trail and assured her that the Board supports all non-profits, but the Board is in a different situation now than it used to be when it had surplus.  She added the Board does have a little bit of reserve that the Board can commit to organizations if needed.  She suggested it would be a good time to approach the general public for funding.  Mr. Same asked if they had considered fundraising; Ms. Pusmucans replied that they always do fundraising, but it’s just not enough.  
Al Corrado, Gravel Road, referred to the Public Hearing that will take place relative to extending the Refuse Collection District.  He asked how far will it be extended, and if that’s the case, will the Board be taking away SMI in their district – in his opinion, it’s the best they have ever had.  Mr. Same replied the Board has a contract with SMI to collect refuse in the Town; that contract will continue.  Inside the current Village, those boundaries will be handled by Cardinal beginning January 1st.  The new district will be the entire Town, including the current Village, and the rate will be $68.00 per unit.  He informed Mr. Corrado that he will have the same company picking up his refuse.  
Tony Coriale, Courtney Drive, stated Mr. Same mentioned pensions and healthcare down the road drawing out of General Fund; has there been an actuary on how much will be depleted in the General Fund that goes out 5-7 years or whatever.  Mr. Same replied there has not been an actuary – not yet; they have an agreement with a company that is working on the numbers at this point.  Mr. Coriale asked what the time frame might be; Mr. Same replied they should have that information before the end of the year.  Mr. Coriale mentioned that the paper said the Comptroller did an audit.  Mr. Same stated they met with the Comptroller’s Office to review the proposed Budget; because of the dissolution, the cap put on other communities does not apply to the Town.  The Comptroller’s Office reviewed the Budget to determine if what was being presented is acceptable to them.  
Don Earle, Cayuga Street, said in going through the Preliminary Budget, he sees that all the different areas that are spelled out are pretty good.  His question is - what is the tax rate for the Townwide Police force for each property; Mr. Same replied there is no rate for it – it’s funded out of the General Fund, and it’s part of the $2.35 per $1,000.  Mr. Earle asked how much does the Town have in the unappropriated fund balance – how much is in that to be had pretty much every year.  Mr. Same replied he can’t answer that question, but will get him an answer - it has nothing to do with this Budget, but he will get him an answer.  

Since there were no further comments, the Public Hearing was closed.

Public Hearing – Extension of Refuse Collection District:  Mr. Morrell stated the extension of the District would encompass what is now the Village, so it would be throughout the entire Town.  He said the Village Law under which it dissolved, provided for this procedure for extending a town’s special district in this manner which includes the Order which was adopted last month, and a Public Hearing this month.  He noted this is not subject to a permissive referendum because it is specifically under the Village Law as it existed when the Village commenced its dissolution process.  Mr. Morrell said this is properly before the Board and has been noticed in the Town’s newspaper, as well as posted outside the Town Clerk’s Office.
Mr. Morrell stated in addition, the current district is called the Bridgeport Refuse Collection District because it was originally set up for the Bridgeport area.  He added now that it is going to encompass the entire Town, it is appropriate to change the name – he suggested Town of Seneca Falls Refuse Collection District.  He said when the Board takes action, the extension and any renaming would require notification to the Department of State.
Mr. Same opened the Public Hearing for comment.  

Mr. Same said there are a lot of commercial properties that are currently serviced within the Village which also can have service.  When looking at those parcels, if it was an apartment complex, they would be assessed one unit per apartment; if it is a commercial property with a business and an apartment, then it would be two units.  He noted a unit consists of up to two containers; if a commercial property has more than two containers, they would be assessed more units.  Brief discussion followed.

Bill Moore, Lower Lake Road, asked if containers would be given out to Town residents.  Mr. Same replied no – the contract with Cardinal is strictly for the Village; what the Town has now is a contract with IESI.  He added whatever you use for containers now is what you will use tomorrow.  Further discussion followed.
Charles Kelsey asked if the pickup would include the Cayuga Nation; Mr. Same replied he would say not because they are commercial – the Town outside is not serviced by Seneca Meadows.  He added if they have residential property, they will be serviced – it’s on their tax bill.  

Since there were no further comments, the Public Hearing was closed.

Mr. Same opened the regular monthly Meeting at 7:30 P.M.; all Board Members were present.
Petitioners:  There were no Petitioners.

Approval of Minutes:

A motion was made to approve the Minutes of the Budget Workshop of September 23, 2011, the Budget Workshop of September 29, 2011 and the Public Hearing and Meeting of October 4, 2011, by Sue Sauvageau and seconded by Duane Moore.  No questions.  Motion carried 5 ayes, 0 nayes.

Mr. Turkett stated the Planning Board met and reviewed the TOPS Fuel Facility Site Plan. He said it looks as if in March, the TOPS Fuel Facility, Bill Cram Chevrolet, Rite Aid and McDonald’s in that corner will be going up at the same time.  The HPC met last week and approved the design for the new Town Hall.  Mr. Turkett noted there are two Court cases that are still outstanding.

Mr. Turkett said he had his first Meeting with General Code and went through the Town and Village books and made notes of some changes that were requested; the first draft is due by mid November.  He sent a request out to all the Boards and other Community members seeking input for this Code.

A motion was made to accept Mr. Turkett’s report by T.J. Casamassima and seconded by Tim Snyder.  No questions.  Motion carried 5 ayes, 0 nayes.

Commissioner of Parks & Recreation:  Mr. Spina noted the Board has his report.  Soccer is complete, and now it’s basketball season until the end of March.  Vince’s Park pool repairs were made, and they refilled the pool and put the cover on it.  
Mr. Spina said on Saturday, they had their annual Halloween Parade and Carnival in conjunction with the Downtown merchants.  In the past, they have done magicians, etc., and this year, they did a Carnival which was a huge success with a lot of positive comments from parents.  He added it was well attended, and they will expand on that next year.

Mr. Spina stated they have a very busy time ahead of them between now and the end of the year.  Five Points Correctional Facility will have their Christmas Party at the Center, It’s a Wonderful Life Run and It’s a Wonderful Life as a whole.  They met concerning traffic during the Run, and Chief Capozzi has agreed to allow them to cut off all access to the hills from 3:30 P.M. to 5:45 P.M.  He noted there were 800 runners last year, and they are estimating it will be over 1,000 this year.  Brief discussion followed.
The Seneca County Community Christmas Project will take place from December 12-15, 2011.  Mr. Spina said for those who have not seen it, please stop and see what exactly goes on – it’s incredible.  

Mr. Same asked if the Fitness Room was open on Sundays.  Mr. Spina replied it will be open starting on Sunday.  He added they didn’t get a lot of responses on the survey – they will extend it until the end of December.  Mr. Same commented that it sounds like a very active Community Center and Recreation Department.
A motion was made to accept Mr. Spina’s report by Duane Moore and seconded by Sue Sauvageau.  No questions.  Motion carried 5 ayes, 0 nayes.

Highway Superintendent:  Mr. Wood stated Garden Street Extension has been paved and striped.  Balsley Road sidewalks are done, but he hasn’t put the dirt around them as he is waiting for NYSEG to run the cable.  Bauer Road is done, except for one service.  Salt was delivered today, and the trucks will be inspected tomorrow so they will be ready for snow.  

Mr. Same stated Mr. Wood is putting together some guidelines for 2012 bulky pickups.  The plan is to get it out 

so people will know there is going to be a dumpster system starting in January.  Mr. Wood indicated when he will get it to the Board when it is finished.  He added right now, they are building a drop-off area and extending the parking lot so that people can drive up and drop off bulky items themselves.  After brief discussion, Mr. Turkett said he would work with Mr. Wood relative to putting something in the Code to address this.
A motion was made to accept Mr. Wood’s report by T.J. Casamassima and seconded by Tim Snyder.  No 

questions.  Motion carried 5 ayes, 0 nayes.

Assessor:  No report.

Attorney for the Town:  Mr. Morrell indicated there were matters that were coming up on the Agenda.

Town Justice:  Judge Mahoney noted the Board has a copy of her report.  

A motion was made to accept Judge Mahoney’s report by T.J. Casamassima and seconded by Sue Sauvageau.  No questions.  Motion carried 5 ayes, 0 nayes.

Committee Reports:

Transition:  Mr. Condino stated in addition to finalizing the contract with Cardinal for the refuse pickup, they worked on coming up with some treatment limits for the Seneca Meadows pre-treatment process.  He said they made a decision on a fairly innovative pre-treatment process for their leachate, which going forward is going to make leachate treatment at the wastewater treatment plant much less troublesome and much easier.  They requested that there be a set-aside allocation for reserve treatment capacity at the treatment plant.  Mr. Condino stated a preliminary basis was submitted to Seneca Meadows who is having their Engineers review it to make sure they can treat to those levels, and then it will come back to the Town with comments.  Discussion followed.  

10 Fall Street:  Mr. Rowe stated they are finalizing the plans for renovations, and the goal is to finalize the design documents by the middle of November so the Town will be in a position to solicit bids.  Mr. Same said it will be an excellent time for bidding because of the winter.  Mr. Rowe added it will be an excellent time for bidding as the prospective bidders will be lining up their work for next year’s construction season.  
Mr. Coriale mentioned that there have been editorials in the paper relative to the cost.  Mr. Same stated the cost of the renovations will probably be a little over $2 million – the exact cost will not be known until the bids come in.  He said there have been some people complaining about the cost associated with redoing the facility; Ms. Sauvageau put an excellent article in the paper that talked about the fact that this project has been in the works for a long, long time, and we are finally in a position to go forward and have a final home.  He added if things go well and the bids come in right, and some Town Employees help with some of the site work, the project should come in at the $2 million range.  
Ms. Sauvageau explained that people thought it was in the tax rate, when in fact it was insurance money and money set aside for building projects.  She said they misunderstood the change in the price as entirely the design of the building when most of that was because of what was being done to the grounds outside the building, including moving the road, adding parking, etc. and the tunnel which has to be addressed.  She added almost $300,000.00 of the expenses were site work, and not that the Board decided the building façade looked one way vs. another.  Ms. Sauvageau stated the other question people asked was why did the Board wait so long; essentially, that had to do with the dissolution coming up and the Town holding off on building a larger facility not knowing what was going to happen there.

Mr. Snyder asked what else can the money set aside be used for; Mr. Same replied it is in a building reserve and set aside specifically for a new or revised facility.  He added the Board tried to find an interested party to develop the site because it is a strategic location and couldn’t get anyone - there was a project but it fell through.   He said it made perfect sense, now that the Village has dissolved, to take the funds that were reserved specifically for a Town Hall (we have been seven years without a home) and go back to the location that it was on.  Mr. Snyder mentioned that it was insurance money and revenues from the Landfill that was set aside; Mr. Same said that is correct.  Further discussion followed.

Old Business:

10 Fall Street:  Discussed earlier in the Meeting under Transition.

New Business:

2012 Budget:  Mr. Same stated after Meeting with the State Comptroller’s Office, there were suggested changes to the Budget that have no impact; it is just moving funds from one category to another.  He said one major thing they were told is that Fire Protection (SF1) should not be a part of the Budget in the future; even though the Town levies that tax, Bridgeport creates the Budget, and when the Town Budget is submitted to the County, their Budget has to be attached so they have it on file.  He noted that amount ($401,000.00), which is basically their Budget for fire protection, was removed from the Budget.
A motion was made to make the adjustments to the Budget by Duane Moore and seconded by Sue Sauvageau.  No questions.  Motion carried 5 ayes, 0 nayes.

Mr. Same noted that the Town received the Village’s Annual Update Document on October 28th.  He said the Board should be prepared if the Village is unable to balance the sewer budget; they have a category within that budget of $277,000.00 which is a loan from other funds.  He added in addition to the Budget presented, the Board needs to be planning for Capital improvements in 2012.  Mr. Same stated based on the potential for the Town to assume some liabilities with the sewer budget, he is recommending that the sewer budget be increased by $200,000.00.
Mr. Moore said he never seems to get a straight answer on anything regarding a Village audit.  He asked if the 

State will perform an audit after the dissolution.  Mr. Same replied there will be an audit done 2012; there is money in the grant that was received to utilize some of those funds to do a final year-end audit that the Town is responsible to do if the State doesn’t do it.  He added both the Town and Village have asked the State to do the audit, but they have not consented to do it.  Discussion followed.
A motion was made to increase the sewer budget by $200,000.00 by Duane Moore and seconded by Sue Sauvageau.  No questions.  Motion carried 5 ayes, 0 nayes.

A motion was made to adopt the 2012 Preliminary Budget with amendments as stated above by Sue Sauvageau and seconded by Tim Snyder. 

Mr. Moore stated there is some money in the General Fund to help a couple of organizations if there is an emergency situation.  He said the reason why the Board did this is because of its first year of operation after the Village dissolves and trying to keep everything to a minimum.  He tried to explain to people that maybe some changes can be made next time.  
Mr. Snyder asked what the $2.35 General Fund tax includes; Mr. Same replied it covers all administrative costs, police protection, recreation, Court – everything but Highway.  He added if adopted, the Town will have the lowest Town tax rate in Seneca County; the only reason this can be done and offer the services provided is because we have this agreement with the Landfill which brings in $2.8 million.
The motion made by Sue Sauvageau and seconded by Tim Snyder to adopt the 2012 Preliminary Budget with amendments was carried 4 ayes, 1 nay; Councilman Casamassima with the dissenting vote.

Extension of Refuse Collection District:  Mr. Same stated a Public Hearing was held and it has been explained.  The suggestion was made that it be changed from the Bridgeport Refuse Collection District to the Town of Seneca Falls Refuse Collection District.
A motion was made to extend the Bridgeport Refuse Collection District to cover the entire Town, including the current Village, and to rename the District the Town of Seneca Falls Refuse Collection District by Duane Moore and seconded by Tim Snyder.  No questions.  Motion carried 5 ayes, 0 nayes.

Budget Transfers:  A motion was made to approve the Budget Transfers for November 2011 by Tim Snyder and seconded by Duane Moore.  No questions.  Motion carried 5 ayes, 0 nayes.

Town’s Transportation Grant Contribution:  Mr. Same stated the Village of Seneca Falls applied for and received a grant for the work that is being done downtown currently.  A prior Town Board made a commitment to cover part of the match for that Grant in the amount of $100,000.00.  Mr. Same said the project is getting close to completion, and the Village has made the request for the Town to contribute that $100,000.00.  He noted this money has been carried in the Town’s Budget for the last three years.  
Mr. Moore asked why wouldn’t the Town pay for that after the first of the year; Mr. Same replied the Village expects to complete the project this year and pay the bills.  Brief discussion followed.

A motion was made to contribute the $100,000.00 to cover part of the match for the Transportation Grant by Peter Same and seconded by Duane Moore.

Ms. Sauvageau noted this money will be going to the Village earmarked for that project.  Mr. Same replied that is correct – specifically for this project to help them pay the bills for what has been done.  

The motion made by Peter Same and seconded by Duane Moore to contribute the $100,000.00 to cover part of the match for the Transportation Grant was carried 5 ayes, 0 nayes.

Article 17A of General Municipal Law – Dissolution of Ken-Mor Lighting District:  Mr. Morrell explained General Municipal Law Article 17A came into effect just after the Village of Seneca Falls commenced their dissolution proceedings; it is much simpler than the procedure that was utilized by the Village.  Article 17A requires a plan for dissolution which is before the Board.  The plan for dissolution is much simpler in that the Lighting District does not have any employees and has limited amount of assets which are the lights and the poles.  Mr. Morrell noted this has to be advertised and it is subject to a Public Hearing.  He said the plan is for this to be dissolved and for the lighting to come out of the General Fund as a general Town expense.  He added there are other areas now that will have lights, such as Balsley Road, as well as the Village lights.  There is a bit of a fund balance which will be returned to the taxpayers within that District.  This will take place January 1, 2012, and is in line with the Budget that has been adopted.
A motion was made to approve the proposed Plan for the dissolution of the Ken-Mor Lighting District pursuant 

to General Municipal Law Article 17A, and authorize the publication of the proposed plan so that a Public Hearing can be held on December 6, 2011 at 7:00 P.M. by Sue Sauvageau and seconded by Duane Moore.  No questions.  Motion carried 5 ayes, 0 nayes. 

Award Contract – Solid Waste Collection:  Mr. Same stated this contract is for refuse removal services to be provided for the current Village.  He said this has been reviewed by Mr. Condino and presented to the Town Attorney; some adjustments were made, and the final contract has been presented for approval.  

A motion was made to award the contract for refuse removal in the area currently known as the Village of Seneca Falls to J.E. Gibson, Inc. d/b/a Cardinal Disposal, and authorize the Town Supervisor to sign the said contract by Sue Sauvageau and seconded by Duane Moore.  No questions.  Motion carried 5 ayes, 0 nayes.

Contribution – Mercy Flight:  Mr. Same stated the Budget has been adopted, but there was a request for a contribution that came in the end of October for Mercy Flight; the same request was made at the County level.  He said the Town has not contributed in the past – it’s a great service, but they also have the opportunity to collect from the Insurance carriers.  Mr. Morrell stated that there is reference in their letter that the services they provide are life-saving services; there is a specific provision in the Town Law that allows for gifts of this type to organizations to provide life-saving services.  Mr. Morrell said he would like the opportunity to review this to make sure it is in line with that particular section.   After brief discussion, it was noted that this will be on the December Agenda.

Casamassima.  No questions.  Motion carried 5 ayes, 0 nayes.

A motion was made reopen the regular monthly Meeting at 9:45 P.M. by T.J. Casamassima and seconded by Sue Sauvageau.  No questions.  Motion carried 5 ayes, 0 nayes.
Being there was no further business, a motion was made to adjourn the Meeting by T.J. Casamassima and seconded by Tim Snyder.  No questions.  Motion carried 5 ayes, 0 nayes.
