	Trustee Petroccia, upon reading the minutes, feels the budget for the Comprehensive Plan should be included.  Fran Caraccilo, representing the Comprehensive Plan Steering Committee was present to give an update to the Boards.  He stated that he doesn’t have information ready to address the additional expenses but hopes to have after the Steering Committee meets on Monday.  
Mr. Caraccilo advised the Board that Nan Stolzenberg was holding work sessions with youth from our local schools to make them aware of the process and get input.  After Monday, they will try to get back on track after having a month off.  There will be the formation of focus groups and the survey should have been mailed out today, according to Mr. Caraccilo.  Drop boxes have been placed at Town Hall, Village Hall, the Community Center and the Library.

Jim Terryberry, a member of this committee, stated that a list was made of the items that the Boards would like to see included on the website and this information was given to Mr. Sinicropi to facilitate his preparation of the proposal.
