	Glen Cooke representing the Seneca County IDA was present with regard to the request by the IDA for a concurring resolution in support of the amendment of the 2004 Zone Boundary.  This list would add approximately 22 acres to the already existing approximately 450 acres of land lying with the Village of Seneca Falls which is currently included in the Empire Zone.  These acres constitute three contiguous areas and the benefits of such are a reduction or abatement in property taxes and/or utilities for companies just starting up.  

BE IT RESOLVED by the Village Board of the Village of Seneca Falls (the “Village”) this 12th day of July, 2004 as follows:

WHEREAS, New York State has created the Empire Zone program to encourage industrial and commercial development in selected municipalities across the State; and

WHEREAS, Seneca County (the “County”), as an eligible municipality, received designation of an Empire Zone including designated acreage within the Village of Seneca Falls on June 3, 1998; and

WHEREAS, the County intends to revise the County Empire Zone boundaries to encourage industrial and commercial development through the designation of additional acreage within the Village, as set forth within Exhibit A, hereto; and 

WHEREAS, the Village wishes to concur with the designation of additional acreage within the Village, as set forth within Exhibit A, hereto, and support the County’s Empire Zone revision application.

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Village as follows:

Section 1.    The Village does hereby support the County’s application to revise the boundaries of the Seneca County Empire Zone and concurs with the proposed designation of additional acreage within the Village, as set forth within Exhibit A, hereto.

Section 2.     The County has identified the undertaking of the proposed boundary revision as an Unlisted Action under the State Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQRA”) for which the County shall act as lead agency for review purposes.  The Village hereby consents to the County’s lead agency status. 

Section 3.     This resolution shall take effect immediately.

	Another change order for Pinnacle Construction was presented to the Board for additional work required not included in the original bid made for work on the Low-Lift Pump Station project.  This work will not increase the overall project budget.  
First item is to Pig and Clean the 30” intake line and intake screens.  Other quotes for this work were received and the cost for work done by Pinnacle would be $21,742.83.  The second item was for existing low-lift piping modifications at a cost of $2,681.16.   The third item was for pipe insulation at a cost of $28,759.50.  The fourth item was for conduit and wire to the new location for the chlorine detector at a cost of $2,000.00.  The final item for approval was for new roofs for the Treatment Plant and the House at a cost of $59,547.36.   Total for all improvements at a cost of $114,730.85.

The trustees discussed with Jeff Warrick the need for this work.  Deputy Clerk Dygert advised the Board that this money would not be from the moneys received by the Bond but rather from the Water Fund as the Board had priorly approved increasing the project budget by $350,000 with the balance to come from the water fund.   Attorney Seld discussed the legality issues involved in this and whether or not this work should be publicly bid.
