1. All independent events require a certificate of insurance, which must be provided at least three days prior to the event itself.  Public event coordinators will need to purchase their own policy for the event which names the Village of Seneca Falls as “additional insured” or be required to show that an existing policy, such as that possessed by a caterer, already covers the event.

2. Small private events, such as weddings, may be covered under the individuals’ homeowners policy.
