	Discussion:  Mayor Smith discussed the proposed restructuring and the chain of command and expectations for these positions.   Mayor Smith further explained that this restructuring was an attempt to provide support to the Village Planner with a refinement of his duties and separation of Planner from Heritage Area Development responsibilities.  The intent was to provide support to both areas and allow the ability to focus full-time on the Heritage Area.  
She maintains that the Village is, and always has been open to discussion with the Town regarding consolidation of these services for an Economic Development person however the Heritage Area duties would remain separate.  Mayor Smith read the job descriptions for both job titles.  
	

	It was stated that this restructuring would take effect June 1, 2005 with the new budget.  After 90 days had elapsed, the Board would revisit this issue with evaluations as to the success.  
	

	Village Planner, Fran Caraccilo addressed the Board with his concerns regarding this restructuring and advocates not splitting these positions.  Mr. Caraccilo wanted the Board to be aware that he felt that this was a bad time to try and make this work as there were issues currently in the works that would possibly be jeopardized by this move.  Another concern was that the job description which Mr. Caraccilo would assume required detailed expectations such as quarterly workshops, bi-monthly training and a monthly newsletter.  

Administrator Sowards addressed this and stated that the intent was to start out with an aggressive approach and the need for such intense training would possibly drop off in the future.
