A Local Law to amend Section 43-3 of the Village Ordinances

This Section hereby amended to waive residency requirements for the Village of Seneca Falls part-time positions.  When a part-time position becomes available, and the Department Head finds that there are no suitable or qualified persons available in the Village of Seneca Falls to fill the part-time position, the Department Head may ask the Board of Trustees to waive the residency requirements.  If the Village Board feels that the residency requirement should be waived, they shall pass a suitable resolution waiving the residency requirements for that particular part-time position.
