Discussion:  Trustee Dressing questioned the basis for our refusal in the past to assist this property owner and Attorney Seld clarified that this is considered private property and it is against the law for local governments to fund or make repairs to private property.  Per information received from attorneys at NYCOM, the business district is not to be treated differently than the residential districts.  Trustee Petroccia asked if there was any cost estimate for the necessary repairs.  Mayor Smith stated that the engineers had been brought in but no report was ready at this time.  However, the engineers did state that there was no imminent danger to pedestrians, and a verbal estimate was between 100 and 125 thousand dollars.
