The membership of the commission shall be composed of seven members, increasing the present five members.  The two new members shall be appointed by the Mayor, with the approval of the Board of Trustees.  

The terms of the Commissioners shall be increased from five to seven years coinciding with the increase in membership reflected in Section 134-3A, with the seven year terms to commence upon the expiration of each currently held office.  The terms of the two commissions appointed pursuant to the increase in membership shall be for five years and six years respectively, and upon the expiration of such terms, shall commence seven-year terms.
