	Administrator Sowards read the following proposed Local Law #10 2007:  
No person shall stop, stand or park a vehicle or permit a vehicle owned by him or her to be stopped, standing or parked in any area designated as a place for handicapped parking unless the vehicle bears a permit issued under Vehicle and Traffic Law Section 1203-a or is honored in accordance with Vehicle and Traffic Law Section 404-a and such vehicle is used for the transportation of a severely disabled or handicapped person.  Handicapped parking spaces are established and provided as follows:

1)  On Fall Street in front of 123 Fall Street.

The sign shall be placed under the supervision of the Chief of Police.

The Village Board of Trustees hereby designated the Chief of Police as authority in the Village of Seneca Falls to designate other handicapped parking spaces on-street and in municipal parking lots.

Any violation of this Local Law shall be subject to a fine of at least fifty dollars and no more than seventy five dollars for the first offense, and seventy-five dollars to one hundred dollars for the second offense.  Upon the second offense, the ticketing officer may provide for the removal and storage of the offending vehicle.

DISCUSSION:  Administrator Sowards outlined the current cost comparisons for outsourcing versus in-house trash removal services.

Trustee Ikewood expressed concerns with regard to the bid process and the numbers arrived at in the cost comparisons presented.   He feels that the RFP costs compared to the in-house costs are not comparing “apples to apples”.  

Discussion ensued between the Mayor, Trustees and Administrator regarding the costs associated with in-house trash removal.  Trustee Ikewood would like to see the Village request a new RFP.
