	Administrator Sowards read proposed Local Law #1 of 2007 
	LOCAL LAW #1 2007

	§ 204-10 of the Village Ordinances as to the restriction of certain activities shall be amended as follows:
§ 204-10.  Certain activities restricted [Amended 1-12-87 by L.L. No. 1-1987]

A. No person shall fly a kite, play ball, throw any stone or missile or use or discharge any air gun, sling shot or use any device for throwing stones upon any sidewalk or street.

B. No person shall ride or use a bicycle, roller skates or skateboard on the following business district sidewalks: on the west side of Cayuga Street from the Presbyterian Church south to Fall Street; on both sides of State Street from the railroad tracks south to Fall Street; on both sides of Fall Street between Cayuga Street and Clinton Street; on both sides of Bayard Street and Bridge Street for a distance of one hundred (100) yards from the intersection of those streets; on Water Street from the intersection of Fall Street west to the intersection of Bridge Street; on Cowing Street from Peoples Park east to Bulls Run; and in any Village-owned parking lot in the business district.
C. No person shall pitch a tent or camp on any public land within the village without prior permission of the Board of Trustees.

D. Any violation of Section 104-10 Subdivision B shall be punishable as follows: First offense, the person riding or using a bicycle, rollerskate or skateboard in the restricted areas shall have the above item(s) held by the Seneca Falls Police Department for sixty (60) days.

In the event of a second violation by the same individual, the restricted item(s) will be held and not returned to the individual.

As to a third violation by the same individual, the restricted item(s) will be held and not returned to the individual.

On the first and second violation, if no other violations of this ordinance has occurred, at the end of the time limit stated above, the restricted item will be returned to their rightful owner.

If a violator of this Section has no violations for a period of two years from the date of the violation, all records of the violation shall be removed, and the violator shall have a clean record.

All of the other terms and conditions of Section 204-10 of the Village Ordinances shall stay the same.
