	A Local Law to amend Article VII §239-52 of the Code of the Village of Seneca Falls – “Water Rents and Charges”.
Section 1.  Findings and Purpose

The Board of Trustees of the Village of Seneca Falls finds that the water consumption levels for many senior citizens residing within the Village of Seneca Falls fall far below the minimum allowable consumption and therefore, the Board of Trustees feels compelled to institute a program allowing credit to be applied to the water accounts of income-eligible resident seniors.  

Section 2.  General Intent.

The institution of a credit for water & sewer charges as outlined will have a significant positive impact on the financial status of many elderly Village residents on fixed incomes; and with no measurable negative result within the water and sewer funds, as to the quality or supply of water and sewer services within the Village.

Section 3.  Enactment.

              Section 239-55 – Senior Citizen Account Credit.

A partial credit to the extent of a maximum of 50% of water and sewer charges shall be applied to the accounts of certain persons with limited income who are 65 years of age or older and reside within the Village limits, meeting all other requirements set forth in a policy adopted by the Board of Trustees and amended from time to time.

Section 239-56 – Maximum income level.

The maximum income level for the credit set forth in Section 239-55 is established at the current maximum income eligibility for Senior Citizen Tax Exemption Section 216-14, of the Code of the Village of Seneca Falls.

Section 4.  When Effective.

The local law will take effect immediately upon adoption and after filing with the Secretary of State of the State of New York.
