	Administrator Sowards read a statement regarding the current status of the filing of the 2004-2005 AUD as follows – “It was after discussion with the accounting firm Raymond F. Wager & Associates regarding the publicity surrounding this issue, the Board together with Ray Wager’s office feel compelled to have verifications done of call for all 18 Village cash accounts – dating back to the last audit completed for the 2001-2002 fiscal year.  This time-consuming task will allow for indisputable verification that there is no problem with the cash, however will require two additional years of transaction verification in all 18 accounts to be completed prior to the filing of the 2004-2005 AUD.  
The Board does not wish to incur additional expense however feels that the negative press received from local media sources and a handful of members of the public , warrants this expense – if for no other reason than to give the public – who have been inundated with gross inaccuracies and biased interpretations of the truth – a greater sense of confidence in the management of the Village finances.

The proofs of cash are close to completion for all years back to 2002.  The finalization of the 2004-2005 balance sheets are in progress now and it is anticipated that they will be filed with the State Comptroller’s Office within the next two weeks, but no later than the July Board meeting.  It is expected that subsequent to the filing and verification of receipt of the 2004-2005 AUD by the State of New York, the 2005-2006 AUD will be filed approximately 2-4 weeks later.  The 2006-2007 AUD will be filed no later than the extended deadline of September 30, 2007.”
