	1. Fran Caraccilo, 51 E. Bayard Street, Seneca Falls, NY 13148. Very positive comments about the improvements to the Seneca Knitting Mill and the Trinity Chapel. He voiced his opinion that we should demolish anything at this time but rather put the money towards the improvements. 

2. Nancy Mangano, 97 Cowing Street, Seneca Falls, Seneca Knit Development Corporation representative and member of the Restore NY grant team -- spoke on behalf of the Restore NY Team. Nancy explained that SHPO had been contacted on the demolition of 11 Bridge Street and adding Trinity Chapel and attorneys are moving ahead on agreement for the swapping of these properties. The cost for the abatement and renovations would be close to $1M. It is difficult to get demolish dollars in a grant and it was felt that these were good choices for this project.
3. Fran Caraccilo, 51 E. Bayard Street, Seneca Falls. Commented that he would rather have the funding put towards the restoration of the Hall of Fame and Trinity Chapel.
4. Emil Bove, 46 State Street, Seneca Falls, NY. Asked when Seneca Knit Development Corporation would be turning over the ownership of the buildings involved to the Women’s Hall of Fame.
5. Christine Moulton, National Women’s Hall of Fame Director and member of the Restore NY grant team. She commented that the Hall of Fame does have ownership of the Mill and 46 W, Bayard Street and has owned it since December 06.  She also stated that the Hall board did a lot of planning before it was decided to demo 46 W. Bayard Street. Grants from SHPO will be transferred to the Hall for work to be done on the Mill property.
6. Nancy Mangano – SKDC rep. She reported that the SKDC’s books are open for review for the public at any time and she would be willing to review them with anyone interested.
