	Mayor Smith gave the floor to Village Attorney Colin Leonard of Bond, Schoeneck & King who assists with the labor relations issues for the Village. 
Mr. Leonard stated that he has been directed by the Mayor to ask Trustee Ikewood questions regarding his earlier statement.  Trustee Ikewood interrupted stating that he will not answer any questions without legal representation. 

Mr. Leonard continued with his questions and asked Trustee Ikewood whether or not he had been doing any work for the Village of Seneca Falls since his absence from meetings in October, 2008.  Trustee Ikewood reiterated that he would not answer any questions without legal representation.  Mr. Leonard proceeded to ask Mr. Ikewood if he had received approximately $2500.00 in payment from the Village of Seneca Falls over the past 6 months.   Mr. Leonard asked why Trustee Ikewood feels the public has no right to know the answers to these specific questions.  Mr. Ikewood stated that the public is free to contact him at any time, stating that his phone number is 568-5518 and he is more than happy to help any of the residents of the 1st Ward.   Mr. Leonard proceeded to ask why there has been no response to the many communications sent to Mr. Ikewood with regard to Village business.   Mayor Smith asked what it was that kept Trustee Ikewood from serving two months ago. 
Trustee Ikewood stated that there are many things that he can’t answer but he is here now. 

Mr. Leonard recommends that the Board move to approve investigation into the performance record of Trustee Ikewood and that, if desired, the Board could retain the services of Bond, Schoeneck & King to complete this investigation.
