	Mayor Smith read a statement with regard to the process and the attempt by the Village Board to adopt an Inter-municipal agreement with the Town, as per the Dissolution Study drafted and presented by the Dissolution Committee.  The Town amended the IMA that was presented to them by the Village Board and returned it for the Village Board to review and approve.  Trustee Driscoll discussed the police protection issue.  
Trustee Driscoll feels that the plan should be approved as drafted with a caveat that the “town wide” police option has not been agreed to by the Town of Seneca Falls.

Paul Reichel of Bond, Schoeneck and King was present to advise the Board on this issue.  He stated that the Board of Trustees would need to adopt a resolution to move forward to place the proposition on the March 16, 2010 ballot.
